DESCRI PTI ON:    
POLYGUARD CA- 9 ™ MASTI C  is a cold applied, solvent  release, corrosion resistant  protect ive coat ing for 
waterproofing underground m etal surfaces.  This single com ponent  bitum en coat ing has high film  building 
characterist ics and provides dry film  thickness up to 12 m ils per coat .  The solvent - resin com binat ion obtains good 
subst rate wet t ing, consequent ly a primer is not  required for CA- 9 ™ MASTI C.   
 
CA- 9 ™ MASTI C  is a solut ion of coal tar and vinyl resin.  The com binat ion of the tar and the vinyl provides enhanced 
resistance to crude oil and aliphat ic pet roleum  products. 
 
POLYGUARD CA- 1 4 ™ MASTI C  is a general m aintenance coat ing of excellent  quality for use on buried steel. I t  is a 
solut ion of bitum en with m ineral filler. I t  is self prim ing. 
 
POLYGUARD 4 0 0  W RAP  is a reinforcing fabric of spun bonded cont inuous therm oplast ic filam ents in m at  form .  
The wrap is supplied in rolls of 4"  ( .101m ) , 6"  ( .152m ) , 9"  ( .228m )  and 12" ( .305m )  on 3" ( .076m )  cores. 
 
USES: 
CA- 9 ™ MASTI C  is recom m ended where a corrosive environm ent  is encountered, including crude oil saturated soil.  
I t  is used for below ground corrosion protect ion of pipe, tanks, valves, m echanical couplings and other irregular 
shaped steel st ructures. 
 
CA- 1 4 ™ MASTI C  is used for below ground corrosion protect ion of pipe, tanks, valves, m echanical couplings and 
other irregular shaped steel st ructures. CA- 1 4 ™ coat ing is sat isfactory as a protect ive coat ing for sewer piping and 
below-grade concrete st ructures. 
 
4 0 0  W RAP  is used to reinforce and protect  POLYGUARD MASTI CS . 
 
ADVANTAGES:    
Here are som e advantages of POLYGUARD MASTI CS and 4 0 0  W RAP: 
 

• High solids content . 
• Low cost  per m il durable coat ing for underground substances. 
• Excellent  resistance to water and m oisture vapor t ransm ission. 
• Resistant  to deteriorat ion from  acids and alkalis encountered in norm al soil.  
• Easily applied to irregular and com plex shapes such as valves, f langes, tees, elbows and mechanical couplings. 
• Vinyl com ponent  enhances the resistance of CA- 9 ™ MASTI C to m ost  crude oil and aliphat ic hydrocarbons. 
• No pr im ing required. 
• 4 0 0  W RAP  is not  affected by the solvents or solids of the mast ic. I t  provides excellent  reinforcem ent  and mechanical 

exter ior protect ion for the m ast ic, as well as a good plat form  for a second coat  of m ast ic. 
• 4 0 0  W RAP  causes no irr itat ion in handling. The fiber does not  float  off in the air  during unwind and does not  cause skin 

irr itat ion or inhalat ion irr itat ions. 
 
GUI DE SPECI FI CATI ONS: 
Handling Mater ia ls: POLYGUARD MASTI CS  should be handled in such a m anner as to prevent  injury to the 
m aterials.  All containers should be protected from weather and lids securely fastened. I n cold weather, m aterials 
shall be stored in heated buildings and t ransported in warm ed vehicles.  Store above 60° F (16° C) . 
 
SURFACE PREPARATI ON:  Steel surfaces should be cleaned of all paint , oils, grease, m ill scale, loose welding 
residue, burrs, dust , dir t ,  frost , m oisture and other foreign m at ter.  Where feasible and pract ical the surface can be 
blasted to a NACE No. 3 finish.  Otherwise hand wire brush cleaning m ethod m ay be used providing all above foreign 
m at ter is rem oved.  No prim ing is required. 
 
APPLI CATI ON:  POLYGUARD MASTI CS  should be brush applied.  They are norm ally applied in a two coat  system . 
The first  coat  should be dry before the second coat  is applied. Drying t ime is dependent  upon atmospheric and 
surface tem perature. Coat ing should be done in areas free of dust  and m oisture. 
 



COVERAGE RATE:  POLYGUARD CA- 9 ™ MASTI C  covers approxim ately 60 square feet  per gallon (1.48m 2liter)  on 
sm ooth surfaces. The dry film  thickness will be approxim ately 12 m ils with a wet  film  thickness of 20 m ils to obtain 
this coverage. Two coats are recom m ended. 
 
POLYGUARD CA- 1 4 ™ MASTI C  will cover approxim ately 75-80 square feet  per gallon (1.96M2/ Liter) , on sm ooth 
surfaces. The dry film  thickness will be approximately 12 m ils with a wet  film  thickness of 20 m ils to obtain this 
coverage.  Two coats are recom m ended. 
 
I t  is suggested that  an applicat ion of POLYGUARD 4 0 0  W RAP  be applied over the first  mast ic coat ing. The second 
mast ic coat  shall be applied on top of the 4 0 0  W RAP  which acts as a reinforcem ent  in the coat ing. I t  will also form  
a plat form  for the second coat .  After the second coat  is applied, another layer of 4 0 0  W RAP  shall be applied to the 
exter ior surface of the m ast ic.  Caut ion should be taken to lay the wrap into the outside surface of the m ast ic and 
not  to pull 4 0 0  W RAP  through m ast ic onto pipe surface.  Use m inim um  tension during applicat ion. 
 
TESTI NG:  The applied coat ing shall be checked visually for bare areas.   Recoat  these areas with POLYGUARD 
MASTI C to the required m il thickness. 
 
BACKFI LLI NG:  Mast ics are subject  to displacem ent  or dam age from backfill.  I t  is therefore good pract ice to let  each 
coat  of m ast ic dry pr ior to backfilling to m inim ize this occurrence.  I f quick backfilling is desired (before the m ast ic is 
set )  the area may be overwrapped with Polyguard SP- 6 ™ Outerw rap .   This will provide protect ion against  
displacem ent  of the m ast ic.
